Candidates are required to undertake ten
coursework subjects and five practicum subjects, prepare and satisfactorily defend a thesis proposal, and complete a doctoral thesis of approximately 45,000 words in
length, which constitutes a significant piece of research and makes a contribution to theory and practice in educational psychology, in order to meet the professional
registration requirements as an Educational Psychologist.
